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£2.9 million for greener Hackney Homes

Hackney Homes has been awarded £2.9 million from The Homes and Communities Agency (HCA) as a result of a successful bid to help insulate homes, reduce fuel bills for tenants and cut carbon emissions.
Hackney Homes was one of 46 bids sharing a fund of up to £84m as part of The Social Housing Energy Saving Programme (SHESP), first announced in April’s 2009 Budget. The initiative forms part of the government’s Housing Stimulus Package.
1,017 “hard to insulate” homes will receive cavity wall insulation which will be completed by existing Decent Homes contractors and spread out over the next two years. 
Commenting on SHESP, Councillor Karen Alcock, deputy mayor of Hackney, said: 

“This is a welcome boost to Hackney’s Decent Homes programme. The funding will go a long way to improving insulation in our harder to treat cavity walls and give our tenants not only better insulated homes, but homes that are cheaper to heat.”
