The
Community Centre is scheduled to open in 2010
and will replace the existing Robin Redmond
Resource Centre.

The Estate Development Committee
(EDC) is the representative body 
for residents across Woodberry Down
on the regeneration programme.  
The past three months has seen 
the EDC elections and the results 
are listed.

The past the EDC have been involved in a number
of major decisions, including the procurement of
Phase 1 Kick Start developer/ RSL consortium,
Berkeley Homes and Circle Anglia, creation of 
the Masterplan and the design of internal
housing specifications.

The EDC will represent residents’
views in all the decisions
surrounding the regeneration of
Woodberry Down.

The EDC has liaised and negotiated with 
Hackney Homes, Hackney Council, outside
organisations, architects, Berkeley Homes 
and others to make sure residents’ concerns 
are central to the proposals for the regeneration
of Woodberry Down.  

There are 11 areas across Woodberry Down that
elects 21 members to the EDC.  Representatives
are also nominated by the Tenants’ and
Residents’ Association recognised by Hackney
Homes, the North East Leaseholders’ Association,
and the retailers on Woodberry Down.
The Regeneration Team realise the importance
and value of residents opinions and believe it is
vital to a successful regeneration programme.

Question: Which housing block will be demolished on Woodberry Down next?

Answer: The next block to be demolished will be Wychwood House on Woodberry Grove North and
is planned for completion within the next two months.  

Question: Will Berkeley Homes be developing all of Woodberry Down and when will on-site
development begin?

Answer: In 2005 Berkeley Homes were selected through a competitive tender process as the
developer for Phase 1, the Kick Start sites.  A competitive tender process for a developer/
RSL consortium is underway for Phases 2 – 5.

Berkeley Homes are planning to start on-site development of the Old School 
site in early 2008.
